THE DRAFTED are from Baytown, Texas and they established themselves in 2003 as a trio with Adam Stanley on guitar and vocals, Ben Gotcher on bass, and Omeed Tabrizi on drums. Early in 2004 they added a fourth member, Aaron Hughes, who played drums while Omeed switched to guitar. The following year Ben was replaced by Rylan Felder on bass. It was at this time that they recorded their first full-length on their new friends' DIY label Lower Records in Baytown. In the year following this first release they enjoyed much popularity in their home town. After a five year period (2006-2011) with at least one of their members living outside of Texas most of the time, they are now all back in the Lone Star State, alive and kicking as they always were.

They have shared the stage with a laundry list of great Houston punk bands, including THE HATES, SOMETHING FIERCE, ANARCHITECTS, VATOS LOCOS, BLACKMARKET SYNDICATE (of HELLCAT RECORDS), and 30FOOTFALL. They most recently had the (accidental) opportunity to play with the folkloric, early English punk group THE CARPETTES on the night of that band's first ever US performance. In their earlier years they also played with Houston area hardcore powerhouses THE JONBENET and THE LAST STARFIGHTER.
